Activities and Schools’ Events

Object handling sessions are led by museum staff or experienced museum educators. They provide opportunities for pupils to learn about specific topics and handle relevant artefacts from the collections. They may incorporate elements of art or role play drama. Typically, sessions last 30 to 40 minutes. 
Special events. These are usually half-day events during which the children rotate round a series of practical activities on a given subject. 

Group sizes

The education suite is able to accommodate one class at a time for handling sessions, and may be used as a lunch area by up to two classes at a time. A small marquee is usually also available in the courtyard during the summer months.
